Who’s Who in PKC





Owners and Managers – Sonata and Lyn


	Sonata of K9 Kennelz and Lyn of Kailyn Kennels handle the PKC pages, the PKC inbox and the PKC Herald, as well as their own kennels and their Breed Clubs.  





Show Site Manager – Mushu


	Martina/Mushu of SeaShore Kennelz is the person who controls all the show sites and decides exactly who can be a PKC show site.





Breed Club Manager – Sarah


	Sarah (AKA Hibisca) of Purple Flowers Kennel handles all the applications for Breed Clubs, helps people set up their Clubs and makes sure all Breed Clubs provide the service expected of them.





Breed Standards Manager – Corgi


	Corgi of Storybook Kennels is an avid hexer who pays extraordinary attention to detail and accuracy in her breeds.  She was therefore asked to handle all breed standards problems and help hexers create the same quality breeds that Corgi is known for. 





Obedience Manager – Mary


Mary of Pixel Perfect Kennels, a boxer Petz breeder, noticed a “niche” in the PKC to use her real life talent, and created the rules for PKC obedience. The Basics of PKC





Registration





Before you can show your petz in PKC shows they must be registered.  Your pet doesn’t have to be full-grown or even adult to register it – in fact it is worth registering your pet at a young age as puppies and kittens can do just as well as adult petz in shows.





The pet must be unclothed, unpainted, with no toy or food in the picture.  The pet must be standing sideways.  It can be posing or just standing.





Call Name – This is the name that you call your pet and it is the name that usually appears in the Petz Program.  For example, ‘George’.





Show Name – This is a longer name with a prefix that shows you own the pet.  For example, George above has the show name ‘KK’s Slow Georgian Drawl’.  The KK stands for Kailyn Kennels, the owning kennel.





PKC # - When you pet is registered you will receive this number.  This is a number that is unique to your pet.  You need this number to enter PKC shows and trials.  You need this number to register any offspring of your PKC registered petz.





What can and can’t be registered?





What can be registered?


Any unhexed PFMagic breeds from the program Adoption Centre.  These are called 1st generation (1st gen.) petz.  This does include Muttz, Calicoes, Tabbies, Orange Shorthairs, B+W Shorthairs and Alley Catz as they were invented by PFMagic.


Any hexed breeds that are recognised by the major pet organisations in real life (i.e. no wolves, pink Maine Coons, guinea-pigs or caterpillars, please!)  See the PKC pages for a full list.


Petz 1, II, 3 and 4.


Any bred petz that are recognised by the major real life organisations (i.e. no mutated chocolate Danes or white Russian Blues)


Offspring of PKC registered petz that fit within their breed standard.





What can’t be registered?


Clones (clones are multiple copies of petz).  This is described more fully later.


Webpage adoption centre puppies and kittens.  These have an unknown background and may be clones.


Mixed breeds of undefined breed.  You can mix breeds and get a pet that can be registered, like a perfect Calico Persian (Calico Persians exist in real life), but petz that haven’t been selectively bred with a breed in mind cannot be registered.


Offspring of unregistered petz (there are some exceptions to this rule).





And the most important rule of all – When in doubt, ask!  Remember, once registered with the PKC you cannot change any of the registration details.  This includes kennel prefix, so pick a kennel name you can stick with.


�
Champion Registration





A pet a PKC Champion when they have 10 points, 4 from a Major Show Site and 6 from a Minor Show Site.  Non-PKC points don’t count in PKC.  Non-PKC championships don’t count in PKC.  When the pet gets the required points you can apply for a Champion Certificate on the PKC page.  When you receive the certificate you may use the Ch in front of the petz’s name.





When your pet has five points of any type it is a Reserved Champion and you can use the Rc prefix in front of its show name.  There are no certificates for Reserved Champions and it means nothing in shows.  It’s just nice to have!








Obedience Dogz Registration





Your dogz is an Obedience Dogz when it has won 3 points in PKC Obedience Trials. To receive your Obedience Dogz certificate fill in the form on the PKC site and send it with the awards that add up to 3 points to petzkennelclub@yahoo.co.uk. Once you receive the certificate you may use the suffix OD after the show name.

Showing





Now that you have registered your petz you can begin to show them at PKC Show Sites.  There are several dogz groups and four catz groups.  The dogz and catz shows are held together but judged separately.





Dogz Shows





The dogz groups are listed below with the PFMagic and other popular breeds with them.





Herding – Sheepdog, Corgi, Border Collie, Australian Shepherd


Non-Sporting – Dalmatian, Bulldog, Standard + Minature Poodle


Open – Any not included in other Groups


Sporting – Labrador, Setters, Spaniels


Terriers – Scottish Terriers, Jack Russell Terrier


Toy – Toy Poodle


Working – Great Dane, Mutt, Doberman, Boxer





A show site may not have all of the groups available.  The minimum groups are usually Herding, Non-Sporting, Open, Sporting and Working.  In that case any dogz that would have been entered into Terriers or Toy or Misc. go into Open.  If a group is held but there are not enough entries the Show Site will simply lump them in the Open group.





Catz Shows





The catz groups are listed below with the PFMagic breeds included in them.





Female Domestic – Calico, Tabby, Orange Shorthair, B+W Shorthair, Alley Catz ONLY


Male Domestic – Calico, Tabby, Orange Shorthair, B+W Shorthair, Alley Catz ONLY


Female Pedigree – Persian (including Chinchilla Persian), Siamese, Russian Blue, Maine Coon, and any other real life breeds.


Male Pedigree – Persian (including Chinchilla Persian), Siamese, Russian Blue, Maine Coon, and any other real life breeds.





If your pet isn’t on either of these lists, check out the PKC page for a full list of accepted breeds and their groups.





�
How the Shows are Judged





The petz in the groups are now judged.  As an example we will look at Herding.  1st Herding is awarded to the best dog in Herding.  2nd is awarded to the next best, 3rd is awarded to the next and 4th to the next.  This happens in all the dogz groups.  All the dogz that got 1st in their group now go into the Winners’ Group.  Any champions that are entered go into the Winners’ Group automatically – they don’t compete in the group competitions.





This is basically what the judge does in shows. Number 1 is for dogz only and will only be used for catz when the groups become as full as the dogz ones now are.





If there are enough entries the judge judges the best two dogz of each breed (can be same or different gender). This just makes it easier for the judge to judge. DOGZ ONLY.


These top two petz compete with the rest of the top two petz in the Group and are judge 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th


All the petz that got 1st in their Group go into the Winners' Group, along with any PKC Champions that are entered, and compete for these points:


Best in Show – 5 Points


	Best Winner – 4 Points


	Reserve Winner - 3 Points


	First Winner – 2 Points


Winner – 1 Point


All non-champion winners get at least 1 point, even if they are not in the first five dogz.


If five or more petz are entered of a breed the best pet of that breed is awarded Best of Breed, 2 Points.


The judge then looks at all the petz of that breed that are the opposite sex to the Best of Breed, and awards the best one Best of Opposite Sex, also 2 Points.


The judge then makes all Point awards and all 1st Place Group awards but may not make 2nd, 3rd or 4th








Major and Minor





PKC Show Sites are either Major Sites or Minor Sites.  The Major Sites are the experienced Show Sites who have been show sites for a long time and the Minor Sites are the newer sites. There are fewer Major Sites (about 5 at this time) than Minor Sites (about 10 at this time).  Major points are not ‘better’ than Minor points they are just harder to get.  This is balanced out by the fact that you need less Major points than Minor points to get a championship.  All new sites start out as Minor sites.


�
Want to be a PKC Show Site?





Showing is a big part of the PKC – perhaps the biggest part.  People join PKC and register their petz in order to show them in PKC shows.  The Breed Clubs, breeding, adoption and a sense of community within PKC are almost an added bonus!  PKC shows are very high standard shows, very strictly regulated and very organised.  To become a PKC Show Site it is expected that you have been showing your own petz for several months with PKC and now know the PKC system inside out and upside down.  Having said this, even the oldest Sites make mistakes even know and then, usually because the rules have changed.  The system of governing Show Sites is best summed up as ‘firm but fair’.  Some of the rules that govern show sites are:





Hold shows every month (Major) or every two months (Minor)


Speedy judging and award making


Be fair and judge on breed standard, not on looks alone


You cannot enter any of your own petz, but other people can enter petz they adopted off you (e.g. KK’s Autumn Leaves can be entered in KK shows by his new owner, BFK)


Set limits (e.g.4 per breed per owner) to prevent confusion, include information required (Call name, show name etc), and advertise your shows promptly and well through the PKC List and our Excite Clubs.


Understand the Class system and be prepared to explain it coherently to those who are new to PKC and may not understand fully.





Like most roles of responsibility, being a Show Site demands a lot of your time, and while we are perfectly aware and understands that sometimes real life unexpectedly gets in the way of the not-so-real life of PKC, Show Sites are expected to run pretty much non-stop.  Whether you think you can keep up continuous shows and award making is a decision only you can make.  Remember that you can always advertise for a helper or a co-owner, or you can ask other Show Sites to guest judge a group, a breed or one of either the dogz or catz shows every now and then.  PKC Show Sites support one another to the best of their ability, as does the rest of the PKC community.





All sites start of as Minor sites.  They initially have trial shows to teach them the ropes and introduce them to the judging side of classes, groups and Best of Breed competitions.  To help with this trial period, the Mentor-Mentee system was set up where new Show Sites (Mentees) have established and more experienced show sites (Mentors) to give advice and guide them through their first shows.  The Mentor also informally reports on the new Show Site’s progress to the Show Site Manager to help the Manager keep track of how all her Show Sites are doing.

Obedience Trials (Dogz Only)





PKC Obedience is a great way for dogz to compete in a new type of showing.  There are five categories in each trial, each worth 20 points.  A perfect score would be 100 points. Owners submit five photos of their dogz doing each of the exercises in each category.  There are now Novice trials for dogz with less that 3 OD Points and Open trials for dogz with 3 or more OD Points.





Novice Categories:


Sit Stay, Down Stay, Stand for Exam, Recall and Trick





Open Categories:


Retrieve on Flat, High Jump, Broad Jump, Recall and Stand for Exam





The Rulez:





1. All dogz must be registered with the Petz Kennel Club and must be purebred. �2. Only dogz are eligible to compete.


3. Dogz must be adult to compete - no puppies.


4. Any dogz showing any signs of abuse will be immediately disqualified. 


5.  Minor deductions will be 1 – 3 points, major deductions will be 3 – 5 points.�6. The judges decision in FINAL. No amount of whining or flaming will change the judge's mind.

The Pointz and Awardz:





Dogz competing in obedience have the ability to earn obedience points.  Dogz placing first through fourth earn one point, further, when 20 or more dogz are entered in a trial, two additional honourable mention placements will earn a point, and when 30 or more dogz are entered, a total of four honourable mention placements will earn a point.





When a dog has earned a total of three points, the owner can apply for the Obedience Dogz certificate, and will be able to use the initials OD after the dogz show name.








Applying to be an Obedience Trial Site





To become a PKC Obedience Trial Site it is expected that you have been showing your own petz for several months with PKC and now know the PKC Obedience system inside out and upside down.

�
Breeding and Adoption





This is the interesting bit!  You’ve got this ace show pet and you want to share it with the PKC (and non-PKC) world, but since you can’t simply give this pet to the whole world you breed it in the hope it will pass on its good characteristics to its offspring.  You’re happy to give these offspring to someone, but you still want a label on them saying that you bred these petz.  Or if you adopt a pet bred by someone else you want a sign on the pet saying what a great kennel it came from.  And in both cases if you breed this offspring you want it to pass the label on to its offspring.





PKC have a system to make sure those that want their petz labelled can do so.  Firstly, once a pet is registered with the PKC you cannot change its registered Show Name, Call Name, PKC # or kennel prefix.  This is non-negotiable.





The naming system is as follows.  Pretend for this exercise that your kennel is Moonshine Kennelz and my kennel is Greengrass Cattery and Kennels.  Our prefixes are MK and GCK.





Prefixes…


Your petz have the prefix MK’s


My petz have the prefix GCK’s


You adopt a pet from the program Adoption Center.  You give me the pet.  The pet will have the prefix MK’s


Your pet is bred to one of your petz.  You keep the offspring.  The offspring have the prefix MK’s


Your pet is bred to one of your petz.  You give me the offspring.  The offspring still have and will always have the prefix MK’s


Your pet is bred to one of my petz.  Your keep the offspring.  The offspring therefore have the prefix MK/GCK’s


Your pet is bred to one of my petz.  I keep the offspring.  The offspring therefore have the prefix GCK/MK’s





If you adopt a PKC registered pet from someone, it keeps its show name and you cannot add your prefix.  If you adopt a pet that can be registered but hasn’t yet been registered the kennel will usually expect you to use their prefix, although they may allow you to add your own – it depends on the kennel.





When breeding, the prefixes carry for one generation.  If I give you a pet it will have the prefix GCK’s.  If you then breed this petz to one of yours and you keep the offspring, the offspring will have the prefix MK/GCK’s – your kennel goes first because you own it.  If you go on to breed this offspring to one of your petz, the new offspring will have the prefix MK’s only.





These prefixes are how PKC works, but they are not rules.  If you wish to give me a pet and let me put my prefix at the beginning and not yours, that is up to you.  The only naming rules are that you cannot insist on your prefix carrying for more than one generation as shown above and that you need a kennel’s permission to include their prefix on a petz.  This last rule is only a formality – it’s usually assumed that you will include their prefix as described in the cases above.


�
Breed Clubs





Breed Clubs have become and integral part of PKC since they were introduced a while ago.  Breed Clubs are set up and run by kennel owners who have a keen interest in the breed of their choice.  The responsibilities of the Breed Clubs include:





Establishing a breed standard based on real life (based on international breed standards instead of a specific country’s standard).


Maintaining a registry of all PKC petz that are registered with them.


Maintaining a registry of all PKC breeders that are registered with them.


Holding speciality shows for special points.  These points are not PKC points and graphic awards are not usually given.  The progress and standing of the petz are usually tracked on a table.


Supporting and advising Show Sites, breeders and owners of the breed.

Want to create a Breed Club?





Well, firstly you can only make and maintain one breed club each.  This is because Breed Clubs require a lot of time and attention.  Secondly there may only be Breed Club for each breed.  Thirdly, here are a few tips.  Research your breed of choice until it is almost coming out of ears (!)  You should be able to advise breeders and owners on what is and what isn’t allowed in the breed according to the breed standard you have researched.  Be prepared to spend a lot of time on your Breed Club.  They require constant attention, and your shows and special events must be regular and organised.  If your breed of choice is not hugely popular at the moment, promote your breed – show you own petz of that breed as much as you can in PKC shows to encourage other people to show petz of that breed too.  Encourage the breed in shows, offer guidelines to Show Sites for judging, and general be active on behalf of the breed.





Creating a Breed Club means a lot of work, effort and time on your part, but equally it is a very rewarding experience, and (dare I say it) educational too!  For information on starting a Breed Club, contact the PKC at petzkennelclub@yahoo.co.uk with “Breed Club” as the subject.


�
Unspoken Rules and Expectations within PKC





Well, unspoken until now!  The PKC has simple ways by which it works.  Rather than ever being suggested as ‘a good thing to do’, these guidelines have built up from everyone thinking pretty much the same thing.





Don’t clone – to clone is to copy a pet and make it available to other people.  Cloning is acceptable if you are selectively breeding a breed with someone and you want to increase the chances of producing an acceptable offspring by both of you breeding the pet, as long as after the project has finished only one person owns the pet.  Creating a backup of your petz is not cloning and is very much advised.


Don’t speed – Speeding means changing the date on your computer to make your petz age faster.  Anyone can speed.  If you don’t speed it shows you are a thoughtful and dedicated petz owner, prepared to spend time on your petz.  You can of course speed to fix stuck pregnancies and infancies, but it is suggested that you ask someone who has done it before to speed for you – several sites offer stuck pregnancy services.


Be honest – we have no reason to think that you aren’t honest, but sadly some people do lie, which means we have to question people a bit more that we would otherwise.  If we question you, don’t take it to heart, we are just making sure everything is working ok.  It may be that you are new to PKC and we just don’t know you yet.


Subscribe to the PKC Mailing List (available on the PKC web site) – The PKC List allows PKC folk to advertise their shows, adoptions and other events.  It is not a discussion list, and it is not an easy way to send chain letters.  Discussions should take place at the Excite Clubs and chain letters will not be tolerated in any form.  This doesn’t mean you cannot send the odd animal joke that will be appreciated by PKC folk, but excessive emails are discouraged.


Keep your language clean at all times – people involved in PKC range from 11 or 12 to over 25 and all emails, notices etc. must bear the age of our younger participants in mind.


When in doubt, ask! – There are a lot of people at PKC who know what they are talking about.  If you ever ask a question at a PKC site about three people will leap to answer you!  PKC has a very community-like atmosphere, where there’s always someone on hand to help.
